SDSA Membership Minutes
June 15, 2009

The meeting was called to order at 6:30 PM at Grady’s by co-chair Lynne Armstrong.
Next month Dan Graney will present a program on the history of the Stonewall Riots.  Future speakers will be Jose Banales, Julian Castro and Mike Villarreal.

Lynne gave some background on Sam Sanchez, Q San Antonio, who was the guest speaker.

Q San Antonio went on line in January of 2006.  Sam began by sending his newsletter to various gay organizations.  He discussed his story on the mayor and the parade.  He reviewed some of the more important headlines of the past.
Sam discussed two stories that he has not been able to publish, primarily because people have not come forward.  One story involved the Diversity Center and improprieties with funds.  A police report was filed and no one has come forward, on the record, to corroborate the story.  The second story involves the ACI bath house on Elmira and St. Mary’s.  Complaints were made on Craigslist about the hygienic conditions of the establishment.  The health department has no jurisdiction over this business because it is licensed as a hotel.  People have encouraged Sam not to write about this because it would be a black mark on the community.  He urged Stonewall to help in any way they can.  He answered questions from the membership.
Bryan moved to accept the minutes and the motion passed.  Treasurer, Mark Spencer, reported that we have $3200.32.  The Birthday Bash netted almost $1000.    Bryan moved to accept the treasurer’s report and it passed.   Bryan Gerard, Communications Committee, announced an SDSA member yahoo group that has been formed to discuss LGBT issues, invitations were sent to the membership.  David Plylar, Endorsement Committee, reported that we endorsed seven candidates and only one won, the mayor.  Even though the others lost we have about five city council members who are LGBT friendly.  The Endorsement Committee is preparing for the next election, the Democratic Primary.  The Committee is looking into screening school board candidates.
Chris Forbrich, banquet co-chair reported on some changes, the theme, Stonewall Celebration 40 Years of Pride and Progress and the venue, the Hilton Palacio del Rio.  Olga Hernandez, Membership Committee, informed us that we have one new member.  Olga, NSD Representative, announced that she withdrew her name from contention for the Co-Chair position of NSD because she discovered that one of her long time NSD members was also running.  Dan Graney TSDC announced the Democratic National Committee will be meeting in Austin in September.

Roberto recognized Chris Forbrich, Ruby Krebs and Elena Guajardo who ran in the past election.
Peg MacPhail briefly reviewed changes to the standing rules for the Endorsement Committee.  These changes will be voted on next month, members will get them in writing prior to the next meeting.

James Poindexter indicated that Pride Fest was very successful despite the extreme heat. 

Zada True-Courage announced petition signing parties to help the candidates running for judge.    The Democratic Party is asking that each club have two people help with this. Jeanne Belaire announced a pool party, a fundraiser for SDSA.
