SDSA Membership Minutes
September 21, 2009

The meeting was called to order by SDSA Co-chair Roberto Flores at 6:30 PM at Luby’s Cafeteria.  He welcomed members, guests and candidates running for office.  He introduced the guest speaker for the evening Mayor Julian Castro.

The Mayor spoke for about 15 minutes to a group of 100 about future plans for the city of San Antonio.  He emphasized his goal for the LGBT community by saying San Antonio will have “no second class citizens.”  He took questions from the audience, primarily about the upcoming vote on the nuclear project.

Following his speech the regular business meeting was conducted.  Mark Spencer, treasurer, reported a balance of $11,147.  A motion was made by Peg McPhail and seconded by Marty Whitehead to accept his report, the motion passed.
Candidates present at the meeting were introduced by Roberto Flores.

Chris Forbrich gave a report on the status of the SDSA Banquet.  He reported that 83 tickets have been sold and sponsorships totaling $4000 have been received.

David Plylar, Endorsement Committee, reported that committee members are revising candidate questionnaires.  This year a new questionnaire has been developed for local school board candidates.  The Endorsement Forum has been scheduled for January 31, 2009.

Cris Ramirez, Board Development, reported that two applications had been received for the at-large board position.  The SDSA Board voted to appoint Ruby Krebs to the position.

Olga Hernandez, National Stonewall, reported that they are in the process of finding a new director for the organization.

Dan Graney, Texas Stonewall Democratic Caucus (TSDC) reported that they made a $1000 contribution to Annise Parker’s campaign.  He urged members to please contribute and help in any way that they can.
Linda Allen, SDSA Webmaster, asked for volunteers to help her maintain and update the SDSA web site.

Bryan Gerard, Communications Committee, reviewed the new procedure for the announcement portion of the membership meetings.  Anyone wishing to make an announcement at the meeting will need to see Bryan before the meeting starts and put their name on a sign-up sheet.  A total of fifteen minutes will be allowed for all announcements with each person being allotted one minute to make their announcement.  Announcements were made.
The meeting adjourned at 7:35 PM.
